Know important facts about your children


Know their friends


Know their likes and dislikes


Know what they are doing in school 


Help them with their homework


Play games with them, read books, go on trips 


Cook nutritious meals for the children


Be involved in their school (PTA, volunteer, attend meetings)


Make sure that you are included on the emergency card


Be home with the children at night


Working from home is always good


Take child development and parenting classes


Interview all potential child care providers


Consider paying them (they will be more cooperative with you and friendly to you if you are paying the bill)


Practice your religion with the children


Take a lot of photo’s of you with the children, documenting your time together


Save projects your child made or you make together for Guardian Ad Litem


Watch other contested trials at the courthouse (a few if possible)


Get a physical to make sure you are healthy


Go to counseling 


Document everything you do with your children on a calendar (and occurrences with your ex)


Take a witness with you when going to get the children or returning them


Do not drink or do drugs at all
